ARTICLE VII

SUPPLEMENTAL USE REGULATIONS

Sec. 1.0. Purpose of Supplemental Regulations.

This Article assigns Supplemental Standards over and above those imposed by other
Sections of this Ordinance. Although permitted in certain districts, some uses have
unique characteristics that require these Supplemental Standards.

Sec. 2.0, Farm.

A, the minimum land area shall be 5 acres.

B. The following farming activities shall be permitted;

forage and sod crops;
grain and seed crops;
dairy animals and products;

poultry, including egg production but excluding cnmm:rc:al poultry
processing,

Live stock, such as beefl cattle, swine, sheep, goats, or any similar
livestock; including the breeding and grazing of Such animals but excluding
commercial meat processing operations;

nursery operations involving the raising of plants, shrubs, and trees for
sale and transplantation and including greenhouses and incidental sale of
items customarily associated with a nursery operation;

bees and apiary products;

fisheries, excluding fish and seafood processing;

fruit and vegetables of all kinds, including the growing and harvesting of
such fruit and vegetables, but excluding commercial food processing

Qperations;

Live stock, dairy animals, small animals and poultry shall not be housed
closer than 200 feet from any adjacent lot not zoned AG.

Temporary sawmills and chippers used in connection with commercial
forestry operations shall be ser back at least 200 feet from any lot line,

Temporary or permanent living accommodations for farm  tenants
performing agricultural labor shall be permitted.

A,

Sec. 4.0.

A booth or stall (farm stand) from which produce and farm produce are sold o
the general public shall be permitted subject to the following limitations.

1. Sales areas shall be set back from all lot lines so as to mest the direct
yard requirements, -

2. Sales areas shall not occupy any part of a required off-street parking or
loading area.

[ncidental structures and activities commonly associated with a farm may include

barns, silos, animal pens, loading and unloading platforms or chutes, and other
accessory uses.

Except for kennels, as defined by this ordinance, the keeping of small domestic
animals, small fur-bearing animals, or bees for personal enjovment or use shall
not be deemed a farm and shall be permitted as an accessory use to a permitted
dwelling in any district. However, any structure used for the housing of small
domestic animals, including household pets. of any kind. shall not be located
closer than 25 feet to any property line except that of an agricultural district.
Further, the cultivation of a garden or orchard; the raising of plants,
vegetables, shrubs, and the like: the keeping of greenhouses; and similar
activities for personal enjoyment or use shall not be deemed a farm and shall
likewise be permitted as an accessory use (o a permitted dwelling in any
district.

Hobby Farm.

Unless otherwise provided by this ordinance, the keeping of farm animals and
fow! (livestock and fowl) shall be limited to the {ollowing types.

1. poultry;

2. small livestock, such as sheep and goats; and

3. horses and similar animals, such as ponies and donkeys

The keeping of swine shall be prohibiged,

The use shall be subject to the following setback and area requirements:

l. Farm animals shall be housed not less than 100 feet {rom any adjacent lot
not zoned AG,

2. At least one acre of lot area shall be required For each smaill livestock
animal, horse, and similar animal, and a2 maximum of 20 poultry for every
8.000 square feet of lot area shall be permitied.

Except for kennels, as defined by this ordinance, the keeping of small domestic

animals for personal enjoyment shall not be deemed a hobby farm and shall be
permitted as an accessory use in any district.

Group Care Residence.
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Sec. 5.0.

Sec, 6.0.

The-use shall be conducted within a single family residence.

The building shall maintain the exterior appearance of 2 single family residence,
with no separate outside entrances to individual bedrooms.

The group care residence must be sponsored by a public or non-profit
organization. State licensing requirements shall be met,

No group care residence shall be located within 1,000 feet of another group
care home as measured between lot lines,

Home Occupation.

The home occupation shall be clearly incidental to residential use of the
dwelling and shall not change the essential character of the dwelling or
adversely affect the use permitted in the district of which it is a part.

Such use shall not adversely affect the general welfare of the surrounding
residential area due to potential noise, odor, electrical interference, increased
pedestrian and vehicular traffic or any other conditions which would constitute
an objectionable use of residentially zoned property,

Customary home occupations shall be limited to an office or a business of a
personal service nature.

The home occupation shall be confined to twenty-five (25) percent of the
principal building, and shall not be conducted in any accessory building located
on the same lot as the principal dwelling. WNo outside storage shall be used in
connection with a home occupation.

Employment shall be limited to members of the family residing in the dwelling,
and there shall be no employment of heip other than those members of the
residential family,

No display of products shall be visible from the street, and only articles made
on the premises may be sold.

The activity carried on as 2 home occupation shall be limited to the hours
between 7:00 A.M. and 10:00 P.M,

Mot more than one, non-illuminated, wall mounted sign of two or less square
feet of area shall be permitted per dwelling.

Mini-Warehouse.
Mo outdoor storage shall be permitted on the site.

Mo storage of volatile or explosive materials shall be permitted, either inside
the structure or structures, or on the premises,

The facility or site shall not be used or wholesale or retail sales operations.
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D. A n'_tinimum lot size of two (2) acres shall be required for 2 mini-warehouse
development, and such facility shall not exceed one (1) story in height,

Sec. 7.0. Accessory Buildiags.

A. Non-residential accessory buildings up to 12 feet in height shall be permitted
within § feet of any side or rear property line but not eccupy any portion of a
front yard. Accessory buildings above 2 feet in height shall be ser back an
additional one foot for each four feet height above 12 feet up to the District
Maximum building height limitation.

B. Residential accessory buildings and attached and detached carports and garages
on residential lots shall meet the following dimensional requirements:

1. The maximum f{loor area shall be 25% of the habitable floor area of the
principal building,

The maximum height shall be 18 feet but in no case greater than the
principal building height.

3, Detached residential accessory structures shall be limited to the rear vard
only and located no closer than 10 feet from any side or rear property
line. Attached carports and garages may be permitted in the side yard but
shall be situated no closer than 10 feet from the side property line.

C. Accessory structures shall be constructed of materials which are compatible with
other buildings in the district in which located in order to insure that the
aesthetic value and appearance of the neighbarhood is retained, and:

D. Accessory structures shall not be built prior to construction of the primary
residence, and shall not be located any closer than 5 feet to another building
on the same lot.

Sec. 8.0. Cemetery.

A. The minimum site area shall be 5 acres,

B. Each grave site shall be set back a minimum distance of fifty feet from any
property line of the Cemetery. Each columbarium or mausoleum shall be set
back a minimum distance of 200 feet from any property line of the cemetery.

C. A 6 feet high protective wall or fence may be required along all property lines,
except at points of vehicular access where gates with locks may be required.
The cemetery shall be exempt from any required screening or buffering along a
public right-of-way.

D. No grave site shall be located closer than 150 feet from a water line or
underground water supply.

Sec. 9.0. Regulations Pertaining to Mobile Homes/Manulactured lHomes

A_ll mobile homes/manufactured homes are prohibited in all zoning Districts of the
City of Clanton except in the District MH-1, provided, however, that such homes

shall be allowed in the AG Agriculture District upon compliance with the following
requirements:

The mobile hqmefmnnuf‘ncturcd home as located on the proposed site shall be ar
least seventy-five (75) feet from the nearest residential structure {excluding another
such home) located on property under separate ownership.

Water and sanitary facilities must be approved by the City of Clanton.

Site requirements:

. Minimum Lot Width ar front setback line: 100 feet
2., Minimum Lot Area: 15,000 Square Feet
Yard Requirements:
1. Front 35 Feer
a. Undedicated Road: 60 Feet from Centerline
2. Side: 15 Feet
3. Rean 35 Feet
Parcel or parcels and adjacent property under same ownership will allow the
following:
1. | Mobile/Manufactured Home - 15,000 square feet minimum area
2. 2 Mobile/Manufactured Homes - | acre minimum area
3. 3 Mobile/Manufactured Homes - 2 acres minimum area
4. 4 or more Mobile/Manufactured Homes - must be rezoned MH-1,

Sec. 10.0. Swimming Pools.

A,

Permanent swimming pools which are wholly or partially above ground level
shall be located in the rear yard of a single or two family dwelling and be
located not closer than 25 feet from any property line. No mechanical
appurtenance shall be located within ten feet of any property line,

Private swimming pools constructed below grade level shall be:

A pool shall be located in the rear yard only when in a single family or two
family residential zone.

Located, including mechanical appurtenances, no closer than 10 feet from any
property line,

Enclosed at the time of construction by a fence of not less than § feet in
height measured from ground level to the highest portion of the fence. Fences
and gates shall be so constructed and of such materials as to prevent the
unauthorized entry of children and household pets into the pool area.
Moreover, gates shall be provided with permanent self-latching devices and shall
be locked at all times when pool is not in use,
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D. Above ground pools shall be subject to the requirements of the standard
swimming pool code, 1991 edition, and any future amendments thereto.

E. All exterior lighting fixtures shall be constructed to direct the beam below the
horizontal plane of the fixture and shall reflect away from any adjacent
property.

F. Swimming pools for multi-family, planned residential and commercial use shall
meet minimum standards deemed by the Planning Commission to be appropriate
upon review of the specific proposal.

Sec. 11.0. Temporary Structures and Building Material Storage.

A. Building material or temporary structures for construction purposes shall nor be
placed or stored on any lot or parcel of land before appropriate building
permits have been approved by the Building Official and issued by the City
Clerk. Such building materials and temporary structures shall be removed upon
completion or abandonment of the construction work.

Sec. 12.0. Fences and Walls.

A. Walls or fences may be located within the yards except as provided herein:
B. In any residential district, the following regulations shall apply:

1. Decorative wood fences, decorative masonry or brick walls, and hedges may
be permitted within or along the edge of all front yards so long as such do
not exceed a height of thirty (30) inches.

2. Fences, walls and hedges of six and one-half (6 1/2) feet or less in height
may be permitted within or along the edge of side and rear yards in
residential districts.

3., In the case of a lot with more than one front vard (corner or double
frontage lot) decorative wood fences, decorative masonry or brick walls and
hedges of six and one-half (6 1/2) feet or less in height may be permitted
in all but one of the front yards but no closer than fifteen (15) feet to the
front lot line(s). (See illustrations of typical lot configurations and
applications below)
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Sec. 13.0 Gasoline Service Station

A,

Where permitted, g:uuiinc service stations shall observe all regulations for such
structures and their uses as required by the laws of the State of Alabama on
any applicable Ordinance of the City of Clanton.

All permanent storage of material, merchandise, and equipment shall be within
the principal building or within permanent stationary containers, located within
the setback lines, with the exception of refuse, trash, and temporary storage
which shall be located in an area enclosed by an opaque fence which is
adequate in height to screen such uses from public view,

All lighting shall be arranged as to prevent direct light or glare into public
streets or surrounding properties.

Drains located on the premises without approved separators in the trap shall he
prohibited. Gasoline storage tanks shall be located underground and be in full

compliance with Alabama Department of Enavironmental Management
requirements.

All minor repair work to vehicles herein allowed shall be done within the
principal building located on the premises of a gasoline service station as herein
permitted.

No gasoline service station shall be located within a radius of three hundred
(300) feet from a public assembly center. (also includes places of worship,
community ceater, community service club, day care center, hospital and similar
uses, which a large number of people are concentrated on a temporary or
permanent basis.)

The following are prohibited uses in gasoline service stations located in any
zone other than industrial zones:

I. Major motor overhauls.

2. Body work, and spray painting.

3. Any uses performed inside the building which is offensive or dangerous or
which constitutes a nuisance to the occupants of adjacent properties, by
reason of the emission of smoke, fumes, dust odor, vibration, noise, or

unsightliness,

4. Storage of vehicles on premises for purposes other than periodic
maintenance or repair,

Gasoline service station signs shall be of a non-flicker and non-[lashing type.

Off-street parking facilities shall conform to requirements specified in Article
VIII, section 3.0.

Sec. 14.0. Shopping Center.
